3. Treasurer’s Financial and Budget Report
Treasurer, Clint Horn was unable to attend the meeting, however he provided the financial statement to the Board for review prior to his business trip.

Mr. Horn reported that there was income for May in the amount of $4459.77 and expenses were $7321.16. The current assets as of May 31 are $69,039.39.  The HOA continues to be on track for the 2010-projected budget.

The fence on the far side of the pool needs repairing and the Board will contact Nancy McCabe, chair for the landscaping committee to talk to homeowner on other side of the fence about the repairs and an estimate of the cost to the HOA for share of repairs.  At the very last, the plank that is broken off will be repaired as soon as possible for safety reasons There are some tiles around the pool that need to be replaced and that will be taken care by Dan Marcott. It was estimated that about 10% of the homeowners have purchased pool keys to date this season. An additional 15 keys have been ordered to accommodate added pool key sales.
